Be as specific as possible when identifying outcomes for action projects.  Initially some of 
our action projects were too broad in scope.  Some of our early action projects also had outcomes 
specified that were too general.  This made it difficult to measure progress or to decide when 
sufficient progress had been achieved. 
 
 
Initially there was some confusion about how AQIP and strategic planning worked 
together.  On our campus the processes started out separate but similar.  Over time, AQIP and 
action projects have evolved into a way to highlight specific aspects of the strategic plan for 
focused attention. 
 
 
The "Proceedings" as an effective communication tool for AQIP.  The Proceedings was a 
compilation of all campus projects and their relationship to the AQIP Vital Few and the campus 
strategic goals.  Groups from all across campus were invited to describe projects they had 
completed and the relation to either the Vital Few or strategic goals.  Several projects were 
selected for display at the spring staff meeting and all of the reports were compiled, bound, and 
distributed to the campus.  This provided an excellent mechanism to raise participation, visibility 
and enhance communication about AQIP. 
 
 
Communication about the purpose of the Systems Portfolio is essential.  As we began the 
process of developing the Systems Portfolio we formed a variety of teams to address each 
section.  Each team also contained individuals from each sector of the campus.  They were 
charged with the task of doing the research and writing their specific part of the portfolio.  We 
also have a number of preexisting faculty standing committees that review and recommend on 
policy in several of the areas being studied by the AQIP teams.  The unintended result was the 
misperception by these standing committees / faculty that the AQIP teams were a parallel 
administrative structure that was developing policy and bypassing them.  This did create a 
negative atmosphere until things were clarified. 
 
 
The AQIP steering committee can't do all the work.  The AQIP Council (our steering 
committee) includes individuals selected from a cross section of the campus.  Initially most of 
the planning and stewardship of projects was accomplished by these individuals.  As activities 
increased so did the workload of the council.  This may be necessary for the first year or two, but 
the workload needs to be distributed to the entire campus as soon as possible.  We accomplished 
this through the Proceedings, mentioned earlier, and as we started to develop the Systems 
Portfolio.  The AQIP Council now serves as facilitators and reviewers of campus initiatives.
