HODGES AND CALDWELL MOVING UP WSC RECORD BOOKS: Senior guard Dallas Hodges and
junior guard Bryce Caldwell are moving up the Wayne State College record books in season and career
statistics. Hodges (Cedar Rapids, lowa) is ranked fifth in career assists (316), sixth in career field goal
attempts (1,074), seventh in career free throws made (304), tenth in career free throws attempted (383)
and eleventh in career points (1,272). Caldwell (Davenport, lowa) is ranked among the top 10 in two cat-
egories. He has made 93 three pointers this season (5th) and also made 177 three pointers for his career
(8th). Caldwell can pass Brad Joens (96 & 97, 1999 & 2000) and Mike Fitzner (98, 1997) this weekend if
he can connect on six three-pointers.

ABOUT WAYNE STATE: The Wayne State men's basketball team upset Southwest Minnesota State 74-
70 last Saturday evening at Rice Auditorium in Wayne. The win gave the Wildcats a one game cushion
over MSU Moorhead for fifth place in the NSIC standings.

Wayne State ranks in the top five in six of the 15 major statistical categories including second in free
throw percentage (.742), third in scoring offense (74.8), fourth in field goal percentage (.471), rebounding
offense (34.6) and rebounding defense (33.1) and fifth in rebounding margin (+1.6). WSC also shoots 36.7
percent from the three point line, which is good for seventh in the NSIC. In NSIC games only, the Wildcats
are second in the NSIC in free throw percentage (.751, 28th in nation), third in scoring offense (75.9) and
fourth in field goal percentage (.477).

Individually, senior guard Dallas Hodges ranks fourth in the NSIC in scoring at 16.8 points per game.
Hodges is second in free throw percentage (.872, 16th in nation) and assists (3.88) and seventh in as-
sist/turnover ratio (0.92). Junior guard Bryce Caldwell is seventh in the NSIC in scoring at 14.8 points
per game and leads the league in three point field goals made at 3.72 per game (9th in nation). He also
shoots 44.1 percent from behind the arc (7th in NSIC, 27th in nation) and averages 1.52 steals per contest
(6th in NSIC). Junior center Matt Rathje is enjoying his best season in a Wildcat uniform, averaging 11.3
points and 7.2 rebounds per game (2nd in NSIC). Rathje tops the NSIC in field goal percentage, making
112 of 171 shots for 65.5 percent from the field. Sophomore forward Jonathon Thomas grabs 6.7 boards
per game, which is fourth best in the conference and shoots 56.1 percent from the field (4th in NSIC). In
NSIC games only, two different WSC players lead categories: Thomas shoots 63.3 percent from the field
and Caldwell connects on 3.88 three-pointers per contest.

WSC VS. CONCORDIA-ST. PAUL SERIES HISTORY: The Wildcats hold a 9-7 advantage in the all-time
series vs. the Golden Bears that started in the 1999-00 season. CSP is 5-2 in the past seven games against
WSC. The Golden Bears won the first matchup this season 77-66 in St. Paul, Minnesota, on 1-20-07. WSC
head coach Rico Burkett is 7-7 all-time against CSP including a 1-6 mark in games played in St. Paul.

Wayne State shot just 5 of 29 from the field in the second half (17 percent) in a 77-66 loss at Con-
cordia-St. Paul on 1-20-07.

The game was a tale of two halves as Wayne State came out on fire shooting the ball, taking a 29-
11 lead with 9:03 left in the first half thanks to four three pointers from Bryce Caldwell and two by David
Walters. However, Concordia-St. Paul chipped away at the lead and trailed by just four points at halftime
44-40. Cold shooting would doom the Wildcats in the second half as WSC made just 5 of 29 shots from
the field, including 0 of 10 from the three point line. Wayne State’s last lead was at 50-48 with 16:17 left
in the game following a basket by Jonathon Thomas. CSP slowly pulled away and went on to the 77-66
win over the Wildcats.

Bryce Caldwell led Wayne State in scoring with 15 points, all in the first half on 5 of 6 shooting from
the three point line. He finished the game 5 of 9 from long range and 5 of 13 overall from the field. Jamar
Diggs added 12 points with David Walters scoring 11 to round out the double figure scorers for the Wildcats.
Wayne State’s leading scorer Dallas Hodges (18.1 ppg) was held to just eight points, hitting just 1 of 13
shots from the field. WSC shot 22 of 59 from the field overall for 37 percent. The ‘Cats were 7 of 22 from
the three point line and 15 of 18 at the free throw stripe.

Concordia-St. Paul was paced by Marlon Walker’'s game-high 21 points. Drew Shepp contributed
16 points with Kyle Marxhausen adding 15 points for the Golden Bears. CSP made 29 of 65 shots from
the field for 44 percent. The Golden Bears were just 4 of 17 from the three point line and 15 of 28 at the
charity stripe.

CSP out-rebounded Wayne State 46-36 as Walker hauled in eight boards for Concordia-St. Paul.
Wayne State’s top rebounder was Matt Rathje with nine.

ABOUT CONCORDIA-ST. PAUL: Concordia-St. Paul is 19-6 overall and 12-4 in the Northern Sun Confer-
ence. The Golden Bears are 11-3 at home and 6-3 in road games this season.

CSP split NSIC home games last weekend, rolling over Upper lowa Friday evening 77-63 and falling
to #1 Winona State 87-68. Senior Kyle Marxhausen earned the NSIC Player of the Week honors after
averaging 27.5 points and 7.0 rebounds for the week as he became just the 13th player in school history
to score 1,000 career points. The Golden Bears rank in the top three in the NSIC in 10 categories. Con-
cordia-St. Paul leads the conference in steals (9.64, 24th in nation), and are second in scoring offense
(77.6), scoring margin (+8.6), offensive rebounds (13.20), defensive rebounds (25.48), rebounding offense
(38.7), rebounding margin (+4.7) and blocked shots (4.32, 24th in nation). CSP is also third in the league
in field goal percentage (.477) and turnover margin (+1.32).

Individually, senior guard Kyle Marxhausen leads the team in scoring at 16.7 points per game (5th
in NSIC) and averages 4.6 rebounds per game (2nd on team). Craig Heiman, a freshman forward from
Marshall, Wisconsin, is the only other player scoring in double figures at 11.6 ppg. He also ranks fifth in
three point field goal percentage in the conference at 44.9 percent and is tenth in field goal percentage
(.493). Senior guard Joey Peel ranks third in assist/turnover ratio (1.82) and steals (2.08) and fifth in assists
at 3.20 per contest. Senior Drew Shepp has made 88 of 164 shots to rank seventh in field goal percentage
at 53.7 percent.

Kelly Boe is in his third season as head coach at Concordia University-St. Paul and sports an over-
all mark of 53-28. He has guided the Golden Bears to two consecutive winning seasons during his two
seasons as head coach. He served as CSP's top assistant for two years prior to becoming the eighth
head coach in the history of Concordia's men's basketball program. He also was an assistant coach at
St. Cloud State University, Minnesota State University-Mankato, Madison Area Technical College and St.
John's University.

WSC VS. MSU MOORHEAD SERIES HISTORY: The Wildcats hold a 13-6 advantage in the all-time series vs. the Dragons that started in the 1993-94 season. WSC
has won six games in a row including a 91-88 overtime win at Moorhead, Minnesota, on 1-19-07. Moorhead's last win in the series came in 2003 when the Dragons
topped WSC in Wayne 61-50. WSC head coach Rico Burkett is 10-3 all-time against MSUM including a 5-1 mark in games played in Wayne.

Wayne State outlasted MSU Moorhead 91-88 in NSIC men’s basketball played in Moorhead, Minnesota, on 1-19-07.

The game featured 11 ties and six lead changes. With the score tied at 22-22 with 8:33 left in the first half, WSC went on a 7-0 run to go in front 29-22 with 7:21
left in the first half. However, MSUM slowly cut into the lead and the Wildcats led by two at halftime, 35-33.

MSU Moorhead came out on fire in the second half and built a 14-point lead at 53-39 with 14:18 left in the game before Wayne State started a comeback. The
Wildcats regained the lead at 76-75 following a Dallas Hodges three-pointer with 1:34 remaining in regulation. MSUM held a 78-76 lead with 8.2 seconds after Jamal
O’Neal sank two free throws and Blake Strouth made one of two from the charity stripe. WSC drove the length of the floor and with one second left Dallas Hodges
sank an 18-footer to tie the score at 78-78 and send the game to overtime.

After MSUM scored the first four points of the overtime session to go up 82-78, WSC used a three pointer by Bryce Caldwell and a basket by Jonathon Thomas
to tie the score at 83-83 with 2:34 to go in overtime. Following the game’s 11th and final tie at 85-85, Wildcat freshman guard Jamar Diggs drained a pair of free
throws with 1:45 remaining in the extra session to put WSC in front 87-85. MSUM'’s Blake Strouth gave the Dragons the lead back at 88-87 with a three pointer with
1:14 left. A Dallas Hodges jumper with :24 seconds in overtime gave WSC an 89-88 lead. Strouth missed a shot with four seconds left, Diggs grabbed the rebound
and was fouled, sealing the win with two free throws with two seconds remaining to give WSC the overtime win. The Wildcats are now 3-0 in overtime games this
season.

Bryce Caldwell finished with a game-high 29 points to lead WSC in scoring. The junior guard connected on 9 of 14 three pointers and was 10 of 15 overall from
the field in the game. Dallas Hodges scored all 20 of his points in the second half and overtime while Jonathon Thomas accounted for 17 points and Jamar Diggs
finished with 10, including a perfect 8 of 8 from the foul stripe. WSC was 32 of 64 from the field for 50 percent. The Wildcats made a season-high 14 shots from the
three point line in 26 attempts for 53 percent and was a perfect 13 of 13 at the free throw stripe.

Five players reached double figures for MSU Moorhead as Blake Strouth, Jamal O’Neal and Lee Isaacson scored 18 points apiece, followed by Matt Aakre with
14 and Craig Williams with 13. The Dragons were 33 of 66 from the field for 50 percent, 11 of 23 from the three point line and 11 of 15 at the charity stripe.

MSU Moorhead held a 35-26 advantage in rebounding over Wayne State as Williams hauled in 12 boards for the Dragons while Jonathon Thomas led Wayne
State with seven caroms.

ABOUT MSU MOORHEAD: MSU Moorhead is 13-12 overall and 8-8 in the Northern Sun Conference. The Dragons are 7-5 at home and 6-7 in road games this
season.

MSUM split NSIC home games last weekend, defeating Upper lowa Saturday evening 72-59 and falling to #1 Winona State 89-56. The Dragons rebound very
well and lead the league in offense rebounds at 13.28. In other rebounding categories, MSUM is second in rebounding defense (30.6) and third in rebounding offense
(35.2) and rebounding margin (+4.6). The Dragons also rank in the top five in turnover margin (+1.96, 2nd), blocked shots (2.76, 3rd) and steals (8.68, 3rd). Moorhead
is also fifth in scoring offense (73.3), scoring margin (+2.0) and assist/turnover ratio (0.90).

Individually, junior guard Blake Strouth is second in the NSIC in scoring at 17.5 points per game. He also ranks second in steals (2.50, 13th in nation), fifth in
free throw percentage (.853, 31st in nation), sixth in rebounding (6.2), eighth in three point field goals made per game (2.18) and tenth in assists (2.68). Jamal O'Neal,
a sophomore guard/forward from Winstom-Salem, North Carolina, averages 11.5 ppg and grabs 7.1 rebounds per game, which is good for third in the NSIC. Junior
Lee Isaacson also averages in double figures at 11.4 ppg. His 6.0 rebounds per game is eighth in the NSIC, while his average of 0.88 blocks and his shooting of 52.2
percent from the field are good for sixth and tenth in the NSIC, respectively. Junior guard Craig Williams ranks fifth in assist/turnover ratio (1.25) and steals (1.76)
and is sixth in assists (3.04).

Stu Engenis in his fifth season as head coach at Minnesota State University Moorhead and sports an overall mark of 264-170, including a 68-70 record at MSUM.
Engen picked up his 250th career victory last season in a 68-57 win over the University of North Dakota. He was named head coach at MSUM in June of 2002 after
serving two seasons as head coach at the University of Wisconsin-LaCrosse. He also coached two seasons at Western Wisconsin Technical College and posted a
41-16 record, earning him District XIIl Coach of the Year honors. Engen also coached at Upper lowa University and established a 135-70 mark in eight seasons.
