Wayne State Men Head Back On The Road Against Upper Iowa And 

#1 Winona State

THIS WEEKEND: The Wayne State College (12-10, 7-6 NSIC) men's basketball team is back 
on the road this weekend for their fi nal regular season NSIC road trip. The Wildcats will face 
the Upper Iowa University (3-18, 2-10 NSIC) on Friday evening and the defending national 
champions #1 Winona State University (21-0, 12-0 NSIC) on Saturday evening. Tip off for both 
games are scheduled for 8:00 p.m. WSU sits at the top of the conference standings, while UIU 
is in seventh.

WAYNE STATE SPLITS HOME GAMES WITH UNIV. OF MARY AND NORTHERN STATE: 
 The Wayne State College men's basketball team split a pair of games at home last weekend. 
The Wildcats defeated the University of Mary 75-65 on Friday evening, while falling to Northern 
State 72-68 on Saturday evening.
 Northern State shot a blistering 15 of 24 (62.5 percent) from the three point line as the Wolves 
handed Wayne State a 82-68 setback in Northern Sun Conference men’s basketball played at 
Rice Auditorium Saturday night. 
 WSC got off to a strong start, taking a 15-8 lead with 12:44 left in the fi rst half. Later in the 
fi rst half with WSC leading 21-17 at the 8:10 mark, Northern State took control of the game with 
a 19-6 run to take a 36-27 lead with 2:45 to go in the fi rst half. The Wolves ended the fi rst half 
with a 41-33 advantage over the Wildcats. 
 Northern State held a double-digit lead for much of the second half, although WSC got within 
seven points of the Wolves, 71-64 with 3:46 to go, but the Wolves went back up by double digits 
to pick up the 82-68 win.
 Dallas Hodges scored 21 points to lead Wayne State in scoring followed by freshman guard 
Jamar Diggs with 20. Matt Rathje recorded his second straight double-double and fi fth of the 
season with 16 points and 10 rebounds. The Wildcats shot 46.7 percent from the fi eld, making 28 
of 60 shots. WSC was just 4 of 14 from the three point line and 8 of 11 at the free throw stripe.
 On Saturday evening, Wayne State defeated the University of Mary 75-65 in Rice Auditorium. 
After falling behind 3-2 early in the fi rst half, Wayne State went on a 17-1 run that was capped 
by an offensive rebound tip-in by freshman Brian Metz. The Marauders battled back into the 
ballgame and closed the gap to within eight points at halftime 39-31. The second half saw the 
University of Mary get within one point with 6:20 left in the contest, but the Wildcats were too 
much and ended the game on an 18-9 run to close out the Marauders.
 Wayne State was led by senior guard Dallas Hodges who scored a game-high 22 points 
on seven of 12 shooting and seven rebounds. Matt Rathje, a junior center from Watkins, Iowa, 
recorded his fourth double-double of the season with 11 points and 13 rebounds. Freshman Ja-
mar Diggs and sophomore Jonathon Thomas were also in double fi gures with 14 and 11 points, 
respectively. WSC was 46.6 percent from the fi eld and 83.3 percent from the free throw line.
 WSC dominated UM in the block out-rebounding the Marauders 42-27 including 11 offensive 
rebounds compared to UM’s fi ve.

NSIC GAMES NOW AVAILABLE VIA LIVE INTERNET BROADCAST: The Northern Sun 
Intercollegiate Converence along with Penn Atlantic have joined forces to air live internet broad-
cast of NSIC men's and women's conference basketball games. The pay-per-view broadcasts, 
featuring live audio and video, will cost $6.50 per game or a men's or women's package can be 
purchased for only $65.00. To view the games go to www.northernsun.tv and register with an 
online account. The NSIC and Penn Atlantic will also work together next fall to broadcast NSIC 
football games.

HEAD COACH  RICO BURKETT: Head coach Rico Burkett is in his seventh season as head 
coach of the Wildcats. Burkett guided WSC to an 8-17 record last season and tied for fourth-place 
(6-8) in the Northern Sun Conference. His overall mark at WSC entering play this weekend is 
81-106, including a 55-56 mark in NSIC play. Burkett came to WSC from North Dakota, where 
he was an assistant coach from 1991-94. He was an assistant coach at WSC during the 1994-95 
season, then spent two seasons at Stetson University in Florida before returning to WSC as an 
assistant coach from 1997-2000 before becoming head coach.

HODGES AND CALDWELL MOVING UP WSC RECORD BOOKS: Senior guard Dallas Hodges 
and junior guard Bryce Caldwell are moving up the Wayne State College record books in season 
and career statistics. Hodges (Cedar Rapids, Iowa) is ranked fi fth in career assists (301), sixth in 
career fi eld goal attempts (1,039), seventh in career free throws made (292), eleventh in career 
free throws attempted (368) and thirteenth in points (1,223). Caldwell (Davenport, Iowa) is ranked 
among the top 10 in two categories. He has made 77 three pointers this season (T-6th) and also 
made 161 three pointers for his career (10th).

ABOUT WAYNE STATE: The Wayne State men's basketball team split a pair of games last 
weekend on at home in NSIC play. The Wildcats defeated the University of Mary 75-65 on Friday 
and fell to Northern State 82-68 on Saturday. The 'Cats currently sit in fi fth place in the league, 
one game behind Northern State.
 Wayne State ranks in the top fi ve in fi ve of the 15 major statistical categories including third in 
free throw percentage (.747) and scoring offense (74.5) and fourth in fi eld goal percentage (.468), 
rebounding offense (34.7) and rebounding defense (33.3). WSC also shoots 35.6 percent from 
the three point line, which is good for eighth in the NSIC. In NSIC games only, the Wildcats are 
third in the NSIC in free throw percentage (.762) and scoring offense (75.8).
 Individually, senior guard Dallas Hodges ranks third in the NSIC in scoring at 16.9 points per 
game, trailing Northern State's Kevin Ratzsch (18.5 ppg) and MSU Moorhead's Blake Strouth (18.1 
ppg). Hodges is tied for fi rst in the league in free throw percentage (.881, ??th in nation), fourth 
in assists (3.73) and eighth in assist/turnover ratio (0.88). Junior guard Bryce Caldwell is tied for 
seventh in the NSIC in scoring at 14.0 points per game and leads the league in three point fi eld 
goals made at 3.50 per game (??th in nation). He also shoots 42.1 percent from behind the arc (9th 
in NSIC, ??th in nation) and averages 1.45 steals per contest (T-7th in NSIC). Junior center Matt 
Rathje is enjoying his best season in a Wildcat uniform, averaging 11.2 points and 7.3 rebounds 
per game (2nd in NSIC). Rathje tops the NSIC in fi eld goal percentage, making 98 of 145 shots 
for 67.6 percent from the fi eld. Sophomore forward Jonathon Thomas grabs 6.4 boards per game, 
which is fi fth best in the conference and shoots 55.2 percent from the fi eld (4th in NSIC). In NSIC 
games only, two different WSC players lead categories: Hodges averages 4.23 assists per game 
and Thomas shoots 63.6 percent from the fi eld.

WSC VS. UPPER IOWA SERIES HISTORY: The Wildcats and Peacocks have only met two times 
in their history. UIU defeated WSC 86-58 during the 1995-96 season, while the Wildcats beat the 
Peacocks in Wayne this season on 1-6-07 by the score of 75-62.
 Senior guard Dallas Hodges scored a game-high 22 points to lead Wayne State past Upper 
Iowa 75-62 in Northern Sun Conference men’s basketball played on 1-6-07 in Wayne. 
 Wayne State jumped out to a 13-0 lead to start the game and built a 20 point fi rst half lead 
at 37-17 with 1:20 left in the half before settling for a 40-23 halftime lead. Upper Iowa made a run 
at the Wildcats to open the second half, cutting the lead down to just one point, 47-46 with 12:38 
left, following a jumper by Mohammed Animashaun. But WSC responded by going on a 12-2 run 
to go back in front 59-48 with 8:53 to go. Upper Iowa never got closer than seven points and WSC 
went on to the 75-62 win.
 Hodges was a perfect 10 of 10 from the free throw line to help score his game-high 22 points. 
Bryce Caldwell added 15 points, followed by Jonathon Thomas and Jamar Diggs with 10 points 
each. The Wildcats were 21 of 50 from the fi eld for 42 percent, 9 of 21 from the three point line 
and 24 of 33 at the free throw stripe.
 Upper Iowa’s top scorers were Nick Larson and Marcus Uhlenhopp with 14 points apiece. 
Mohammed Animashaun fi nished with 13 points. The Peacocks shot 35.4 percent from the fi eld 
on 23 of 65. UIU was 8 of 20 from the three point line and 8 of 13 at the free throw line.
 Upper Iowa won the rebounding battle over Wayne State 43-37. Leif Heitzler led the Peacocks 
in rebounding with eight while Matt Rathje grabbed 10 boards to lead Wayne State. 

ABOUT UPPER IOWA: The Upper Iowa men's basketball team is 3-18 overall and 2-10 in the 
Northern Sun Conference. The Peacocks are 2-6 at home and 1-10 in road games this season.
 Upper Iowa hung around with #1 Winona State last weekend in Winona, Minnesota. However, 
the defending champs hung on for an 81-70 win over the Peacocks last Saturday evening. The 
Peacocks rank in the top six in four of the 15 major statistical categories in the NSIC. UIU ranks 
second in three point fi eld goal percentage (.416, 8th in nation) and sixth in free throw percentage 
(.683), offensive rebounds (10.05) and defensive rebounds (21.86). The Peacocks also have been 
scoring 60.5 points per game and allowing 74.1. They also shoot 41.1 percent from the fi eld, while 
opponents are shooting 44.8 percent.
 Individually, senior guard Nick Larson leads the team in scoring at 13.3 points per game (10th 
in NSIC). He is also seventh in the league in three pointers made at 2.52. Junior guard Marcus 
Uhlenhopp also is also ranked in the top 10 in four different categories. Uhlenhopp is third three 
pointers made (3.00), tied for fi fth in three point fi eld goal percentage (.444) and seventh in assists 
(3.24) and assist/turnover ratio (1.08).
 Brian Dolan is in his fi rst season as head coach for the men's basketball team at Upper Iowa 
University. Before taking over the Peacocks, Dolan served as an assistant coach at the University 
of Texas-Pan American. Dolan has also coached at the College of Southern Idaho, Southern Utah 
and Southwest Missouri State. Dolan is a 1998 graduate of William Jewell College in Liberty, Mis-
souri.

WSC VS. WINONA STATE SERIES HISTORY: The Warriors hold a 17-10 advantage in the all-time series vs. the Wildcats that started in the 1959-60 season. WSU has 
won four in a row including fi ve of the past six meetings against WSC. The last win for Wayne State was during the 2004-05 campaign when the Wildcats won an overtime 
thriller over the Warriors 87-84 in Winona, Minnesota.
 The NCAA Division II top-ranked Winona State men's basketball team made 18 of its fi rst 24 shots to build a 44-14 fi rst half lead as the Warriors went on to route 
Wayne State 107-74 earlier this season at Rice Auditorium in Wayne. 
 Winona State built a commanding 67-34 lead at halftime, thanks to 26 of 38 shooting in the fi rst half (68.4 percent). The Warriors had six players fi nish in double 
fi gures and ended the game shooting 55.7 percent from the fi eld on 39 of 70. Freshman guard David Johnson came off the bench and scored a game-high 17 points to 
lead Winona State. Junior center John Smith contributed a double-double with 16 points and 10 rebounds to go with six assists. Also reaching double digits were Zach 
Malvik with 16, Jonte Flowers 15, Quincy Henderson 11 and Brent Riese 11. Winona State had 27 assists to just 12 turnovers and out-rebounded Wayne State 41-28.
 Wayne State was paced by freshman guard Jamar Diggs’ 14 points. David Walters accounted for 13, followed by Matt Rathje, Dallas Hodges and Tim Taylor with 
12 points apiece. The Wildcats shot 45.5 percent from the fi eld on 30 of 66 shots. Rathje and Taylor each grabbed fi ve rebounds to lead the ‘Cats on the boards. 

ABOUT WINONA STATE: Winona State is 21-0 overall and 12-0 in the Northern Sun Conference. The Warriors are the defending national champions and have been 
ranked number one every week in the NABC Coaches Poll this season. WSU has won 43 consecutive games including 24 NSIC contests and also has a 23 game home 
winning streak. The Warriors are 87-13 in their past 100 games including a 47-3 mark in their past 50 games.
 Winona State held off an improving Upper Iowa squad last Saturday evening 81-70 in Winona, Minnesota. Junior center John Smith had 28 points and 15 rebounds 
against the Peacocks to earn the NSIC Player of the Week honor for the third time this season. The Warriors either lead or rank second in 12 of the 15 major statistical 
categories in the NSIC. WSU leads the conference in fi eld goal percentage (.518, 6th in nation), scoring offense (86.6, 9th in nation), scoring margin (+21.1, 1st in na-
tion), defensive rebounds (28.57), total rebounding (40.1), rebound margin (+6.7, 19th in nation), assists (18.38, 11th in nation), blocked shots (5.48, 7th in nation), and 
assist/turnover ratio (1.48) and second in steals (9.00), scoring defense (65.5) and turnover margin (+2.14).
 Individually, the Warriors are led by three-time NSIC Player of the Week John Smith who scores 16.6 points per game (4th in NSIC) and leads the league in rebounding 
at 10.0 boards per game (15th in nation). He also shoots 60.5 percent from the fi eld (17th in nation) and leads the conference in blocks at 2.52 per game (13th in nation). 
Senior guard Zach Malvik is fi fth in the league in scoring at 15.0 ppg and leads the league in assists (4.71) and assist/turnover ratio (1.90). David Johnson, a freshman 
guard from Hayfi eld, Minnesota, also scores in double fi gures at 13.3 ppg. He also leads the nation in three point fi eld goal percentage (.539) and is fourth in the NSIC 
in three pointers made per game (2.62). Junior Jonte Flowers rounds out the double digit scorers for the Warriors at 12.9 ppg. He leads the league in steals (3.10, 4th in 
nation) and is third in fi eld goal percentage (.576).
 Mike Leaf is in his ninth season as head coach at Winona State and has guided the Warriors to a 174-87 mark. The Warriors went 32-4 last season and captured 
the NCAA Division II National Championship.
