Vocalists may sing in English or a foreign 
language.  You may be asked to sight-read a short selection.

• Choose an audition date from one of the two dates listed in this 
brochure.  Audio recordings are also accepted.  

• Complete the application and mail it (and the recording, if not 
auditioning live) to the address below.

• Students may audition on more than one instrument.

• Prior to the audition date, you will be notifi ed of your audition 
time and room number.  All auditions are held in the Peterson 
Fine Arts Building at Wayne State College.
