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The Department of Technology and Ap-
plied Science was contacted this fall by 
the city of Wayne regarding a storage 
shed located in Bressler Park. The build-
ing was in poor condition and needed to 
have the roof 
repaired, siding 
replaced, and 
doors and other 
openings reor-
ganized and ren-
ovated. With two 
sections of the 
ITE 202 Con-
struction Systems 
course in need of 
a project this fall, 
it made good 
sense to assist the 
city with their 
renovation need 
and also provide 
a worthwhile 
learning experi-
ence for the stu-
dents.  
The process be-
gan with students 
preparing two 
estimates for the 
city. One esti-
mate involved 
putting a metal roof on the structure along 
with vinyl siding and a single roll up door 
which replaced the windows and three 
swinging doors previously in the building. 
The second estimate used traditional shin-
gles for the roof, hardboard vertical siding 
for the walls, and double swinging doors 

for access to the interior. Bids were re-
quested from two area vendors and when 
prices came back, officials at the city de-
cided to go with option #1. 
Students have worked on the project for 

several weeks and, as of this writing, are 
nearly finished. Previous windows and 
doors no longer used were filled in with 
framing and sheet material. Old shingles 
were removed and after building paper 
was applied a green metal roof was put 
into place. A new door way was framed 

and trimmed out before work began on 
the installation of a 5 foot roll up access 
door. Green vinyl siding covered the older 
and deteriorated wood siding as well as 
the blocked in windows and doors. A spe-

cial concern over 
the deterioration 
of the bottom sill 
plate of the 
building due to 
water absorption 
was addressed 
with the installa-
tion of a 12 inch 
metal flashing 
around the pe-
rimeter of the 
shed.  
The project was a 
good learning 
experience for 
the 25 students in 
the two ITE 202 
classes, and the 
city of Wayne 
now has a much 
more attractive 
storage shed to 
use in Bressler 
Park.  Dr. Kevin 

Miller, the instructor for ITE 202 would 
like to thank Mr. Gary Poutre from the 
city of Wayne for making the college 
aware of the project and working well 
with us in the completion of this activity.
