All materials must be received by WSC, no 
later than DECEMBER 1 for application con-
sideration for the following academic year.

 Alternates are also chosen in the event 
that students with guaranteed positions do 
not successfully complete their studies at 
WSC;  however, the alternates do not receive 
guaranteed admission or a tuition waiver.
