Writing Tip: Expressing Numbers  
 

Spell out the whole numbers one through nine. Write other numbers using digits. (In 
humanistic works, you may choose to spell out all whole numbers less than 100.) 
Treat ordinals in the same way as cardinal numbers.  
 *I met seven people.  
 *John met 14 people.  
 *I was the eighth person.  
 *John was the 15th person.  
 
Always spell out numbers at the start of a sentence. Reword sentences to avoid 
spelling out large numbers.  
 *Incorrect:  16 cars were parked on the street.  
 *Correct:  Sixteen cars were parked on the street.  
 *Incorrect:  2134 children attended the school last year.  

       *Incorrect:  Two thousand one hundred thirty four children attended that school  
             last year.  

 *Correct:  Last year, 2134 children attended that school.
